The speaker for the day was 
Dr Gerald D’Silva, Assis-
tant Professor, MSW and 
also a nature lover. At the 
start of the talk, the speaker 
emphasized on the critical 
need for environmental sus-
tainability and the critical 
role that each person has in 
protecting the environment. 
The speaker revealed the 

low level of environmental 
consciousness among Indi-
ans, with only 3 percent of 
the population actually un-
derstanding the importance 
of environmental preserva-
tion. The power of person-
al choice was emphasized 
early in the lecture. Partic-
ipants were urged to look at 
their everyday practices and 
think about how making mi-
nor changes could signifi-
cantly lessen their impact 
on the environment. The 
overuse of natural resourc-
es has resulted in a host of 
issues that have a negative 
impact on the general wel-
fare of Indians, such as food 
poisoning, air pollution, and 

contaminated water. This il-
lustrates the actual expense 
of our actions In conclusion, 
Dr DSilva passionately im-
plored the audience to be-
come agents of transforma-
tion.The message was clear 
and urgent: responsible 
waste disposal is a non-ne-
gotiable, and embracing 
the “reduce, reuse, and re-
cycle” mantra is crucial. 
The speaker’s main point 
was clear: individual acts 
taken in concert can have 
a remarkable impact on en-
vironmental sustainability.
