 GUEST TALK ORGANIZED ON “CAREERS IN PUBLIC 
RELATIONS”

SAC: The publication unit 
of St. Aloysius College, Au-
tonomous, Mangalore, host-
ed the book release cere-
mony on September 30th at 
Eric Mathias Hall. The four 
books of social, cultural, ac-
ademic, and environmental 
relevance were released by 
Dr. Ullas Karanth; the prin-
cipal and the president of the 
program, Rev. Dr. Parveen 
Martis, SJ, Sri J R Lobo, EX-
MLA; and the authors of the 
book, Mr. NG Mohan, Dr. V. 
Basil Hans, Dr. Jyothi Miran-
da, and Mrs. Molly Miranda.
 In his address, Dr. Karanth 
said that individuals shouldn’t 
distance themselves from 
their cultural origins because 
who we are now is a reflec-
tion of our cultural identities.
Discussing his book “PILI-
KULA.” Mr. N. G. Mohan said 
his book is a coffee table book 
that includes a detailed discus-
sion on Pilikula Nisaragadha-
ma, the district’s pride, and 
the brainchild of Mr. Bharat 
Lal Meena, a previous depu-
ty commissioner for the DK 
district. This initiative was 
started to grow in Mangalore 
by a long-sighted visionary in 
his work and a skilled admin-
istrator. He has made an effort 
to describe the origins and 
development of Pilikula Nis-

aragadhama, a natural habitat 
covering 370 acres that are 
currently preserving the envi-
ronment, preserving cultural 
heritage, and luring tourism. 
The second book “HERBS 
AND SHRUBS OF ST. 
ALOYSIUS COLLEGE,” 
is the unique natural collec-
tion of Dr. Jyothi Miranda’s 
illustrations of 181 plants 
on the campus of St. Aloy-
sius. It’s a study guide for 
students who are interest-
ed in learning about plants. 
This book is written to cre-
ate awareness about these 
plants, which may help in 
the conversation of species 
in the days to come said Dr. 
Jyothi Miranda, Author, 
HOD, and Associate Profes-
sor, Dept of Botany at SAC .
The book “Public Finance,” 
authored by Dr. V. Basil 
Haans, former Associate Pro-
fessor of Economics at St. 
Aloysius College, is mainly 
written for undergrad students 
to study fiscal economics in a 
simple language. Dr. Hans said 
this book is his research work, 
and he also said that he made 
an effort to make the theories 
and concepts clear and under-
standable. This textbook will 
serve as the students’ refer-
ence guide for learning about 
public policy and economics.

The last book is the Konk-
ani book “Kanthre Lanthre.” 

Mrs. Molly Miranda, a writer 
and theatre actor, translated 
Mrs. Rohini’s Kannada au-
tobiography “Nagandige 
Olaginsa” into Konkani.
