Mangaluru south MLA Ve-

davyasa Kamath said, "There

is an outbreak of the dengue in

the district and some people

have lost their lives because of

the same. I have been in con-

stant touch with DC Sasikanth

Senthil to take all kinds of pre-

ventive measures to tackle

dengue.

“We will now form a team in

every booth and ward to con-

duct awareness among the peo-

ple about dengue and hunt

larvae. They will be given

training by the health officials

and this drive by the members

in the booth level will begin

from August 4. People should

be aware of dengue and take all

kind of preventive measures,”

he said.

Vedavyasa Kamath also

stressed to focus on the unuti-

lized land, where water gets ac-

cumulated and gives scope for

mosquito breeding.

DC Sasikanth Senthil said,

"We have formed different

teams such as data and plan-

ning team, surveillance and

source reduction team, aware-

ness creating team and munic-

ipal cleaning team. 

They are working in several

places as we have formed 104

grids within the MCC limits.

We are stressing on larvae re-

duction and have controlled it

to a level.”

Regard to Gujjarakere,

Sasikanth Senthil said, "We

have tested the water at Guj-

jarakere. There are no larvae of

dengue mosquito now. Firstly,

people should understand that

these mosquitoes breed inside

the house.

Siddhartha, aged around 60,

was last seen near a bridge

across the Nethravathi river in

Kotepura area of the Dakshina

Kannada district on Monday,

29 July. 

But before he went missing,

he made three calls.Siddhartha

The Economic Times re-

ported that according to police

sources, Siddhartha made three

calls in a short span of time be-

fore his phone was switched

off.Siddhartha had called his

close friend and CFO Javed

Parvez. Parvez told The Times

of India that the first two calls

that Siddhartha made were

business-related. But his last

call  was alarming.Javed

Parvez said Siddhartha’s last

call came at around 6:00 pm

and his voice was trembling.

"Siddhartha sounded helpless,"

Parvez said.

Siddhartha Went Missing on

29 JulySiddhartha had left

Bengaluru for Sakleshpur in

Hassan district on Monday af-

ternoon, but on the way he had

asked his driver to head to

Mangaluru instead, according

to the police.

Siddhartha reportedly di-

rected his driver Basavaraj

Patil to drive towards Man-

galuru, his family sources said.

MANGALORE:All India

Fishmeal and Oil Manufactur-

ers and Merchants Association

(AIFOMMA) in a press note

released on Wednesday,  has

stated that its members would

go on an indefinite strike from

August 1 till the GST depart-

ment stops coercive action

against fishmeal industries.

Fishmeal was exempt or nil-

rated under the repealed Cen-

tral Excise and VAT laws, and

its characteristics for taxation

wereinternationally accepted

for four years under the cus-

toms tariff Act.

And while it was claimed

that goods and services that

were exempt in central excise

and VAT regime would con-

tinue to be exempt during the

implementation GST

regime,docile taxpayers of

these industries continued to

declare the monthly sales of

fishmeal on which tax has not

been collected to date.

Despite being aware of the

issues related to fishmeal and

accepting the returns from the

industries, the GST department

never raised any objection for

non collection/ payment of tax.

The notes to the GST Council

by the Karnataka State Gov-

ernment to exempt fishmeal

were not heeded. However on

December 31, 2018 the Gov-

ernment of India (Tax Re-

search Unit) circular was

issued stating that fishmeal

would attract 5% of GST. 

AIFOMMAapproached the

Prime Minister of India and the

finance minister and submitted

a memorandum pleading ap-

propriate explanation/ clarifi-

cation/ amendment of the

clarificatory circular dated De-

cember 31, 2018, so that fish-

meal is exempted from levy of

GST to be made effective ret-

rospectively from July 1, 2017.

The GST department in re-

sponse started harassing the in-

dustries by forcing them to pay

tax from July 1, 2017, which

was not collected by industries

throughout the country, result-

ing in the stoppage of the busi-

ness transactions.
