Police personnel found it

tough to handle the surging

crowds. The situation became

more difficult whenever Rahul

Gandhi shook hands with sup-

porters.

Rahul Gandhi will be con-

testing from both Amethi in

Uttar Pradesh, his traditional

Lok Sabha constituency, as

well as Wayanad.

Kerala goes to the polls on

April 23 to elect 20 MPs.

At one time, there were

heated exchanges between

Congress leaders and Special

Protection Group (SPG) offi-

cials after the latter insisted

that the proposed road show

might not happen due to secu-

rity concerns.

Gandhi was accompanied by

his sister and party in-charge of

eastern Uttar Pradesh,

Priyanka Gandhi Vadra.

He is contesting from

Wayanad in addition to his tra-
