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Rahul Gandhi meets Goa CM 

Manohar Parrikar; wishes good health 

GOA:Rahul Gandhi's meeting

with Parrikar comes a day after

he raised the Rafale tapes

issue, referring to an audio tape

of a conversation purportedly

between a state minister and a

journalist.

Congress president Rahul

Gandhi on Tuesday held a brief

meeting with Goa Chief Min-

ister Manohar Parrikar at the

latter’s office in Porvorim.

Taking to Twitter, Rahul said,

“This morning I visited Goa

CM, Manohar Parrikar, to wish

him a speedy recovery. It was

a personal visit.”

The Congress chief also had

a quick meeting with his 12

party MLAs who, earlier in the

day, staged a walkout during

the first day of the Budget ses-

sion.

Rahul’s meeting with Par-

rikar comes a day after he

raised the Rafale tapes issue —

referring to an unverified audio

tape that claims Parrikar is in

possession of ‘explosive files’

related to the Rafale deal.

In the audio tape conversa-

tion, purportedly between

Health minister Vishwajit Rane

and a journalist, Rane is heard

telling a journalist that Parrikar

had informed the cabinet that

he has files related to the

Rafale deal at his residence. 

The minister, however, de-

nied the conversation and said

the tapes were fabricated by

the Congress. Rane also said a

probe into the same would be

initiated.

“Thirty days since the Goa

Audio Tapes on RAFALE were

released. No FIR or enquiry or-

dered. No action against the

Minister either! It’s obvious

that the tapes are authentic &

that Goa CM, Parrikar, is in

possession of explosive

RAFALE secrets, that give him

power over the PM,” Rahul

had tweeted.

Centre plans to return excess land in 

Ayodhya to rightful owners

DELHI:Excess acquired land

can be returned to rightful

owners after carving out area

required to access the disputed

area of Ram Janma Bhoomi-

Babri Masjid, says Central

government.

The Centre on Tuesday

asked the Supreme Court to

allow it to restore "superflu-

ous" excess land acquired ad-

jacent to the Ram Janma

Bhoomi-Babri Masjid area to

its rightful owners in Ayodhya

after carving out the exact ex-

tent of land necessary to access

the disputed area.

The 67.703 acre of acquired

land, mainly belonging to Hin-

dus, is vested with the Centre

as its custodian under the Ac-

quisition of Certain Area in Ay-

odhya Act of 1993.

The government has now

asked the Supreme Court to

modify its March 2003 deci-

sion in the case of Mohd Aslam

alias Bhure, who had filed a

writ petition in the Supreme

Court challenging some as-

pects of the acquisition.

It was also in the Bhure case,

in an interim order on March

14, 2002, the apex court had 

made it clear that "no reli-

gious activity of any kind by

anyone either symbolic or ac-

tual including bhumipuja or

shila puja, shall be permitted.

The court had followed this

up in 2003 by ordering status

quo on the acquisition of the

adjacent land. In a judgment by

Justice Rajendra Babu, the

apex court concluded that the

disputed Babri Masjid area of

0.313 acre and the adjacent ac-

quired land of over 67 acre

were both intrinsic to each

other. It had held that the future

use of the acquired land would

depend on the outcome of the

then pending title dispute in the

Allahabad High Court. The ac-

quisition of the 67.7 acre was

incidental to the outcome of

the title dispute.

The Allahabad High Court

pronounced its judgment in the

title suits in September 2010. It

ordered the three-way division

of the disputed area. Subse-

quently, both the Hindu and

Muslim side appealed to the

Supreme Court against the

High Court judgment. 

Chief Justice Ranjan Gogoi

has lately formed a Constitu-

tion Bench to hear the title suit

appeals after a hiatus of over

seven years.

Now, in this modification ap-

plication, the Centre has drawn

the court's attention to the fact

that Ram Janam Bhoomi Nyas,

a body which rightfully owns

majority of the acquired land

adjacent to the 0.313 acres of

the disputed area, wants its

land back.
