Satellite images of IAF prove
80 per cent bombs hit target in Balakot

NEW DELHI: The Indian Air
Force (IAF) is learnt to have
provided the government with
proof that it hit targets in Pak-
istan's Balakot during the Feb-
ruary 26 airstrike.

Accusing India of "eco-ter-
rorism", Pakistan has claimed
that Indian warplanes bombed
a hilly forest area near the
northern Pakistani town of Bal-
akot that damaged pine trees
and forest land.

The IAF has told the govern-
ment that 80 per cent of the
bombs deployed during the
daring raid hit their intended
targets, top sources within the
service told India Today TV.

The Indian Air Force has pre-
pared a dossier to refute the
theory that the bombs missed
their target. Pakistan has
claimed that the bombs led to
no significant damage except
to trees and forest land. Inter-
national media too have cast
doubt on whether the Balakot
airstrike caused any

damage.According to Reuters,
a satellite image taken by San
Francisco-based Planet Labs
Inc on March 4, six days after
the Indian strike, is "virtually

unchanged from an April 2018

satellite photo of the facility".
The report also said, "There are
no discernible holes in the
roofs of buildings, no signs of
scorching, blown-out walls,
displaced trees around the
madrasa or other signs of an
aerial attack."\The sources also
said that Indian Air Force Mi-
rage 2000 fighter jets, which
carried out the Balakot

airstrike, dropped Israeli Spice
2000 precision bombs with
"penetration warheads" during
the raid.

These bombs "pierced roofs"
of the buildings targetted and
exploded inside. So the dam-
age was 'internal", sources
said.The sources said that the
Indian Air Force has submitted
proof of 80 per cent of the
bombs used in the airstrike hit-
ting their inOtended target.

International media have not
been able to access the terror
camp that was targeted in the
Balakot airstrike.

On February 26, a fleet of
2000 aircrafts struck inside
Pakistan, targeting the JeM's
training camp, which claimed
responsibility for the Pulwama
attack in which 40 CRPF
jawans were killed.
