IMA scam - CBI begins 

interrogation of directors

More than 200 complaints filed with

ED against D K Shivakumar

NEW DELHI: Former minis-

ter and senior Congress leader

of Karnataka D K Shivakumar,

who is being probed by En-

forcement Directorate (ED) on

money laundering case, has got

more to bear. The ED has re-

ceived more than 200 com-

plaints against Shivakumar

alleging him of financial irreg-

ularities.

According to a senior ED of-

ficial, they have received more

than 200 financial irregularity

complaints and the agency is

checking the veracity of the

same. Many of the complaints

are from the investors in a

housing project, who are alleg-

ing that they have lost their

money because of D K Shiv-

akumar.

ED is conducting inquiry on

Shivakumar on the money

laundering case filed by the In-

come tax department alleging

tax evasion and hawala trans-

actions that ran into crores of

rupees.

A Karnataka MLA is also

called for inquiry in the same

connection. However, the

MLA did not appear before the

ED for its first summons. A

second summons is sent to the

concerned MLA, who is said to

be close aide of Shivakumar.

Shivakumar was sent to judi-

cial custody by court on Tues-

day, September 17 after

completing his custody with

ED. 

The ED has said in the court

that former minister D K Shiv-

akumar and his aides have

more than 317 bank accounts. 

The agency is said to the

court of finding money laun-

dering to the tune of Rs 200

crores. 

In addition, the agency also

has said that it has found Rs

800 crores of benami assets.

However, the former minister

had denied all the allegations.

According to a senior official

of ED these 317 bank accounts

are in the name of 46 individu-

als. Records on these accounts

are being monitored

“Unless we think of India in

its milti-dimentional inequal-

ity, we cannot rectify what is

basically wrong with our soci-

ety,” Ms Roy said.  She also

added that the overnight deci-

sion of demonetisation affected

many people. The decision,

which needs a process, was

taken without the consent of

anyone. 

“RTI enables us to ask ques-

tions. Voices of dissent are not

being heard. However, it takes

less time to liken the people

who raise their voice to traitor,

anti national. We need to re-

member we are in a process of

building democracy by peo-

ple’s participation to create

better India,” Ms Roy said.  

Ms Roy also said in her

speech that keeping quiet with-

out questioning the elected rep-

resentatives and the

government is not a healthy

sign for a democracy. She also

added that streets were her of-

ficial chambers of concentra-

tion and that the streets were

everything for her.

Fr Francis Guntipilly and

Prof Joselyn Lobo spoke about

Fr Ambrose Pinto and Fr

Claude D Souza in the cere-

mony. St Aloysius College

principal Dr Praveen Martis

welcomed the gathering.

BENGALURU: Central Bu-

reau of Investigation (CBI),

which is probing the IMA

scam running into crores of ru-

pees, has interrogated eight

persons who were arrested and

placed in the central prison at

Parappana Agrahara.

The CBI has obtained

records and reports relating to

investigation into the scam

conducted by the special inves-

tigation team till September 11.

It has taken up further investi-

gation with effect from Sep-

tember 12. Four among the

eight have been questioned and

sent back to the prison, the

other four will remain in CBI

custody till September 20, it is

gathered

Wasim, Arshad Khan, Afzar

Pasha, and Dadapeer, who

used to manage financial deal-

ings of main accused, Mansoor

Khan, and who also were the

directors of IMA, have been

questioned and sent back.

Nasir Hussain, Naveed,

Ahmed, and Nizamuddin are

yet to be examined.

Sources said that the CBI

took the eight persons into cus-

tody on the basis of body war-

rant obtained through the 31st

additional city civil and ses-

sions court. Mansoor Khan in

the meanwhile, continues to be

in CBI custody.

It is said that Mansoor Khan

has been repeating the state-

ments which he had given im-

mediately after he returned to

the country and enforcement

directorate officials questioned

him

. He had earlier said in the

first audio which became pub-

lic, that he was compelled to

leave the country because of

Shivajinagar MLA, Roshan

Baig, who has since been dis-

qualified. He had said that Baig

had taken Rs 400 crore from

him. It is said that Baig might

now opt to turn a prosecution

witness to escape from punish-

ment.

The enforcement directorate

has already filed first phase of

the charge sheet containing

6,000 pages. It has named

Mansoor Khan and directors of

the company in the charge

sheet, who have been accused

of illegal money transfer. 

The officials said that the

court has been informed about

confiscation of property worth

Rs 209.97 crore from him.
